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Make sure it is part of your Family Leadership Plan to make sure that all eligible voters in your
immediate and extended families are registered to vote, and are able to vote.

Washington has no residency requirement for marriage licenses. Anyone can come here at any
time, be married and return to their home state. Under the full faith and credit clause in the Constitution
of the United States, states are obligated to recognize marriages performed in other states, unless that
state has a previously existing law preventing such recognition. Lose Washington and you lose the
nation.

Same-sex households are a large portion of the state’s population. False. ¥ of 1% of homosexual
couples have legally registered as a “domestic partnership” with Washington’s Secretary of State
Office, yet we are considering changing the fabric of society within the state for a group that has yet to
take full advantage of the legal status that is already available to them.

63,000,000 Americans have voted on marriage in 31 states. Nearly 2/3 of those voters have
affirmed and preserved marriage as a union only between husband and wife.

Homosexuals make up a large portion of the nation’s population. False. Estimates range from 4%
to 10% but there are no reliable numbers available. In 2005, it was estimated that 770,000 people lived
in same-sex households, or .025% of the population.

Good government policy to support the natural family. Where the natural family is strongly
supported in the community, there is reduced crime and increased productivity. The unique union of
the natural family benefits society in ways that no other relationship can and should be protected.

Homosexuality is genetic therefore we must allow same-sex marriage. False. Studies among

twins in several countries have shown that ¢ is possible to conclude that, given the difference in

Environmental factors and personal experiences had a greater cause and effect in the transformation
from heterosexuality to homosexuality.

High divorce rates seem to disprove the idea of the “sanctity of marriage”. Actually those rates
show the destruction left in the wake of people choosing not to build good marriages in the first place.
Homes without both a father and a mother have led to devastating social and economic consequences.
We should be re-building and restoring the natural family rather than trying to change it.

Marriage is a civil right. Marriage is the first form of government, which pre-existed any other form of
government. It is not a civil right. It is “recognized” by government, not “created” by government. As
such it is protected under the Constitution of the United States, by the 10" Amendment where powers
not delegated to the federal government by the states, are left to the people of the states. Marriage is
created and defined by God, not by governments. God defines marriage as being between a man and
a woman.

People should be able to marry whomever they love. The ability to marry is already restricted in
many ways beyond “same-sex” marriage. A person cannot marry someone who is already married,
regardless of love. A married man cannot take more than one wife, even if he loves more than one
woman. A person cannot marry a close blood relative or a minor, though love may be involved.

Homosexual couples cannot procreate. It takes both a male and a female to create a child. This is
a fact of nature and cannot be changed. A same-sex couple can raise a child conceived by a previous
relationship, adopt a child in some states, use artificial insemination, use in vitro fertilization, or hire a



surrogate to sell her baby, but they cannot under any circumstances create a child unique to them.
Same-sex marriage has no evolutionary or societal advantage as it does not perpetuate the species,
nor does it allow for the continuation of the society that allows it.

Marriage is areligious issue. Yes and no. Marriage has both public and private purposes. Religious
faith, or lack of religious faith, does not disqualify anyone from their 1 Amendment rights to free
speech, freedom of association, or religious freedom. Letting the government re-define marriage allows
the government to intrude in these areas by dictating what is and is not acceptable speech, association,
or religious doctrine.

Phase One:

1 Contact all your family, friends, and community networks.

1 Print or copy these information sheets and hand them out, or email the PDF to everyone on your list.

1 Post on your Social Media accounts.

1 Contact your own pastor, priest, or bishop. See if they are willing to pass on the information to other pastors,
priests, or bishops in their networks. Make sure they have a copy of the poster and information packet.

Post the poster in your church with your contact information.
Organize your calling/email alert system.

1 Have people sign up to attend, who is willing to drive, how many passengers they can carry, and

assign seats ahead of time. We will have only four days’ notice, so preparation is the key.
Phase Two:

1 Send a copy of the poster to your local newspaper. Let them know people from their town will be attending and
testifying before the committee on this issue.

1 Write a letter to the editor, using the fact sheet provided.

Phase Three:

1 Pray for your state legislators, whether you agree with them or not. They wield power over our lives. (3) AGET OC
thee therefore, that, first of all, supplications, prayers, intercessions, and giving of thanks be made for all men;
for kings, and for all that are in authority; that we may lead a quiet andazeable life in all godliness and
ET T AQGrabshyo2:1-2).

i Call the Legislative Hotline to ask them to let your state legislators know that you want them to vote against the
marriage equality bill. The number is: 800-562-6000. Operating hours are: 8am to 8pm, Monday through Friday;
8am to 430pm on Saturdays, closed Sundays. They will ask for your name and address in order to route your
message. You do not need to know your state legislators names, nor district numbers. Put this number in your
cell phone and feel free to contact them whenever you feel the need to share your opinion on any issue with
them. 1000 phone calls in each district will make a difference.

1 Handwrite a letter to your local state representatives and state senator. Handwritten letters get read. Form letters
or bundled letters get tossed into the round file. Legislators know that one handwritten genuine letter represents
2000 others of the same opinion who didn’t write. It matters.

1 Do not write or call as the representative of an organization or other group. Individuals count, groupthink does
not. Legislators also prefer to hear from their constituents instead of people outside their district.

1 The following state senators are considered to be “swing votes” by the Family Policy Institute. If you live in their

1 Specifically request that they respond to you. For example, pose a question, “Will you vote yes or no on same-
sex marriage or marriage equality issues?”

91 If they respond that they will NOT support same-sex marriage or a marriage equality bill, make sure you send
them a Thank You note.

1 I have it on good authority, from the mouth of several state legislators, that chocolate cookies and pies are a good
way to say “Thank You” as well, if you are visiting with them in person.

Phase Four:

1 Be prepared to spend a long day in Olympia. The goal is to flood the hallways with supporters and basically shut
down business as usual. Buttons will be available to wear so legislators and visitors will know who you are and
why you are there, and where you stand on the issue.

1 Be prepared to testify. Prepare a two minute or less statement on why you oppose marriage equality (same-sex
marriage). Use the talking points we have provided or come up with your own factual response. Do not say “I've
never done this before” or “I'm scared”. Simply speak your statement and sit down.

1 If this bill can be “killed in Committee”, then we are free of it until at least next session.

Phase Five:

1 If the bill moves to the floor for a vote, then we may have to again “call out the troops” and have you make phone
calls, write letters, and show up to show your opposition.

91 If the bill is passed into law, then a Referendum is written and ready to present to the people on the next ballot.

Let’s hope it doesn’t come to this. A new plan of action will be shared should this happen. A Referendum is very
public and expensive. We may see Proposition 8 repercussions. WE NEED TO KILL THE BILL IN COMMITTEE!
